MORE CARNIVAL GAMES
Balloon Bash
Put 15 balloons or so into the wooden playpen and have children see how many they can sit on and pop in 30 seconds.  Have a chart up with the record holders.  Person looking after it can just blow up balloons to replace the ones popped throughout the evening.  

Floating Duck
Fill a paddling pool with water and get about 10 rubber ducks and one larger one or a different coloured one.  Child is blindfolded and has to scoop up a duck with a fishing net. They only get a prize if they catch the large duck.
Candle Shoot out

Have a row of long candles standing up in old tins or plastic cups (that won’t fall over easily).  The candles are lit and children are given a water gun to try and squirt them all out in 30 seconds.

Rapunzel Bucket

Have a bucket/pulley system that runs down to the ground from an upstairs room, or across the floor.  Have one person at each end.  Children line up and write their name and age and put it in the bucket one at a time and send the bucket up to the top (or across the floor).  The people at the top then send back down a personalized note to the child and a little gift or lolly.  You could pre print Light Party notes and leave a gap to write the child’s names on.  You could also require the child to ‘earn’ their prize by reciting a poem or nursery rhyme.

Candyfloss challenge

Make up candyfloss and put them into small sealed bags.  Decorate a large board with the bags pinned or stapled on.  Children have to throw a soft ball, a blunt dart or rolled up paper, and if they hit a bag, they can have it.  This may need to be watched so that everyone gets a turn. Depending on ability of the child you could alter the projectile and distance. 
Balloon Drop

Blow up heaps of balloons and hang them in a net above your main area. After the devotion, or when all the children are together, or when it’s time to leave, pull the rope that drops all the balloons on the children.  Each child gets to take a balloon home.  Write numbers on some balloons to determine spot prizes, or put a lolly inside each as a take home treat.  The number of balloons could be used as part of the “Guess How Many” challenge.
